Part I:  General Information

· Description of town

- Short history and location
	Bucharest is the capital city of Romania and in the same time its cultural and economical centre. It is situated in the southern-central part of Romania.

Before becoming the capital of Romania, Bucharest was the capital of one of the historical provinces of Romania that is Walachia, being the theatre of various events and having a tormented history.

The city was founded in 1456 and the famous prince Vlad the Impaler signed the founding document. During the middle ages it was a prosperous town linking eastern and western worlds. The city flourished during the reign of Carol I (1866-1914). After World War I, Bucharest was marked by the spirit of modernity and it became one of the most beautiful European cities.


- Main local/cultural events
	There are several cultural events during the year in Bucharest:

Two book fairs: Gaudeamus (in autumn) and Bookarest (in summer);

A theatre festival organized by the theatre union of Romania;

A classical music festival and contest “George Enescu”

	The nearest airport is Bucharest – Otopeni, “Henri Coanda”, and it is not very far away from the city (APROX. 16 KM). A special express line, number 783 links it regularly to the city (TO UNIRII SQUARE)
The international train station “Gara de Nord” is situated in the city.


- Transport in town (brief information on the main means of transport available)

	Bucharest has a good transport system with buses, trams and subways that run from 5.30 a.m. to around midnight. 

Maps of public transportation are available at the ticket-offices in the main underground stations and at the news stands in town.


· Short Description of the Organising Institution

	In 1694, Prince Constantin Brancoveanu, on the advice of Constantin Cantacuzino, a scholar educated in Padua university, founded St. Sava’s princely academy.

This school knew a rebirth of classic Graeco-Latin studies, influence of Aristotle’s philosophy.

Founded in 1864 by a degree issued by Alexandru Ioan Cuza and succeeding the higher education structures initiated by the Academia Domneasca (1694), the University of Bucharest has had a major contribution to the development and modernization of Romanian education.

Nowadays the university of Bucharest is one of the most important institutions of high education in Romania, having 20 faculties and approximately 33,000 students.
