Part I:  General Information

· Description of town

- Short history and location
	         Timisoara is the most important city in western Romania. It is located in the banat palin, on the bega  river. Today the town has four state universities ("POLITEHNICA" University of Timisoara, the university of west, the University of Medicine and Pharmacy and the University of Agricultural Sciences of banat) and few private universities. In December 1989, after almost 50 years of communist dictatorship, Timisoara became Romania's first free city.


- Main local/cultural events
	              Timisoara has always been known for its solid educational, scientific and cultural tradition. It is rich in cultural and artistic traditions, especially in the theatrical and musical fields. The first theatrical performances were staged in the 18th century, only a year after the premiere of the plays in Vienna. Great musicians of the wrols like Franz Liszt, Johannes Brahms, Johann Strauss jr, George Enescu, Bela Barotk played for the audience in Timisoara. Starting with the second half of the 19th century the performing practices were also strongly encouraged. There are several institutions that nourish the local effervescent artistic  life, among which three national theatres and an opera house in the same building.


- How to reach town (links from the nearest airport, train or coach stations)

	          you can get to timisoara by air (there is an international airport here), by train or by car (bus). Timisoara lies at the intersection of the routes that connect several european capitals like: bucharest, budapest, vienna. As you can see there are many choices in traveling.

 By air:

Timisoara International Airport is not a very cheap one, so if you want to spare some money you should travel to Budapest and from there take the train to Timisoara (takes 6 hours including the customs procedures) - if you are coming form western European countries; or to Bucharest otherwise and also take the train (depending on the class of train, it takes between 7h30-13 hours).

             If you choose the most comfortable way and come directly to Timisoara International Airport there is a single  bus you can take from there that leaves you in the city center (or a taxi). There is an info center inside the airport where you can be provided with any information that you need. But if you let us know your flight number and arrival date someone will wait you there with a car.
